attend, or participate fully in their study

Appointments will be offered on a first come, first served basis. If your young person is settling in well,
and you do not have any particular concerns or questions, then please wait to attend one of our
curriculum-based parents’ evenings taking place on Thursday 29*" November and Wednesday 5t
December. Subject teaching staff will be available to discuss progress over the term at these parents’
evenings. If a cause for concern arises in the meantime, you can contact your young person’s Personal
Tutor or Guidance Manager by email, telephone or letter.

Our email addresses work on the basis of the first letter of the forename, followed by a dot, then the full
last name with bhasvic.ac.uk as the suffix. For example: a.smith@bhasvic.ac.uk. In the case of a phone
call, Reception will direct you to the Personal Tutor or Guidance Manager.

For those attending, we would encourage your young person to come in with you as we believe that they
should be central to any discussions about their experience at BHASVIC.

Personal Tutors will manage their own appointment bookings, so if you wish to book a time slot, please

ask your young person to do this for you with their Personal Tutor. The list below will tell you which evening
each tutor will be available.
